2. Scholarships for Graduate Students
Students admitted to Master's or Ph.D. programs will receive a 50% tuition waiver for the first semester.
1) From the second semester onwards, scholarships are awarded based on academic performance

- Tuition scholarships ranging from approximately KRW 400,000 to 100% of the whole tutuion fee will be awarded
based on academic performance (Academic Excellence Scholarship)

- Tution scholarships starting from KRW 400,000 will be awarded to students who have achieved TOPIK Level 4 or
higher (TOPIK Scholarship)
Onwards, students will be awarded additional scholarships everytime they advance to TOPIK Level 5 and 6
(Students can recieve Academic Excellence Scholarship and TOPIK Scholarship simultaneously)

3. All graduate programs can be conducted entirely in English.
(The language of the courses are noted by the Department)

4. Research Stipends for Engineering Students
For those entering engineering programs:
Master's students who are accepted as advisees by a professor will receive a minimum monthly stipend of KRW

1,000,000 for at least 2 years.
Ph.D. students will receive a minimum of KRW 1,300,000 per month for at least 3 years.



5. Dormitory Support

Dormitory costs are KRW 1,300,000 per semester (4 months).
For the first semester, KRW 650,000 (50%) will be provided as a living support scholarship.
Please note that students are responsible for their own accommodation during vacation periods.

6. Internship and Campus Employment Opportunities

We offer various professional internship opportunities through on- and off-campus organizations for students who
wish to gain practical experience.

These opportunities will be prioritized for diligent and outstanding students.
